Level 1

· What languages did Dahl have to learn to speak?
· What was the subject of Dahl’s first published work, “Daar es Salaam”?

· After plastic surgery, what kind of nose did Dahl get?

· What did U.N. Savory have four of?

Level 2

· Describe Dahl’s basic training and advanced training at RAF headquarters in Nairobi and Habbaniya.
· Explain why there were so many Germans in Tanganyika before the start of WWII.

· Describe some of the problems that Dahl’s height of 6’6” caused.

· Summarize Dahl’s adventure with snakes.

Level 3

· Show how the book is a model of the British Empire.
· Have you ever imagined yourself a soldier in a war set on killing someone who was set on killing you?  Explain

· Would you have reacted or others the same way that David did in life-threatening emergencies?  (The snakes and lion episodes, for example) Explain

· Must one learn from experiences, or can one learn from reading a book?  Explain with examples.

Level 4

· Analyze elements of humor in Dahl’s style and cite specific incidents.
· Compare the Saturday Evening Post title of “Shot Down in Lybia” to Dahl’s actual account.

· Why did Dahl use the physically grotesque in some passages?

· Analyze the British forces’ problem in Greece once the Germans joined the Italians.

· Analyze Dahl’s understanding about Jewish refugees and Hitler.

Level 5

· Suppose you were in Dahl’s place.  Compose a letter to your mother about your head injury and the first time you were able to see again.
· Describe how you would handle the RAF evacuation of Argos Bay.

· If Dahl would have remained blind, how do you think he would have handled his life?

· Suppose you were witnessing the tiger carrying off the cook’s wife.  What would you do?

· If you had Dahl’s job with Shell, would you have joint the RAF?  Explain

Level 6

· What most impressed you about Dahl’s style of writing?
· Evaluate Dahl’s relationship with his mother.

· What is the funniest scene in the book?

· Judge if copies of letters and photographs add to an autobiography.

· Decide if this is a better or worse book than another WWII autobiography you have read.  Why?

· Interpret David’s friendship/mentorship with Roald.
